This month, our work in India is in high gear. Through the Lotus Education as a Right Networking 
(LEARN) Program, we are continuing our community mobilization, legal and advocacy work in 
the rural state of Haryana with the goal of ensuring all children between the ages of 6 and 14 
receive a free, quality education. We are currently collecting data through surveys and

Though our 
work is in its early stages, we have already met with one successful, infrastructure-related 
court order that has forced Education Department authorities to cover a dangerous and toxic 
open drain running through one of the schools in our target area.  Our long-term goal in 
Haryana is to identify and work to remove the political, social and economic barriers that keep 
children from obtaining a quality education.
