Lotus Outreach Oversees the 
Construction of Three New Wells in 
Rural Cambodia 
In 2007, Lotus Outreach�v with the support of the Morgan 
Stanley Foundation�v successfully constructed two wells in 
the dry regions of Banteay Meanchey, Cambodia.  These wells 
continue to provide clean, safe drinking water to almost 2,000 
villagers at the rate of 12 litres per minute.  In addition, the 
wells allow villagers to decrease malnutrition by growing 
vegetables during the long drought season.  In one community, 
the villagers even used the water to establish a small nursery of 
beans which will be used to produce bio-fuel! Earlier this year we announced with great excitement that 

Morgan Stanley had funded the construction of three 
additional wells.  The projects began in May this year in 
partnership with the Cambodian Wom���v�[�•�� ���Œ�]�•�]�•�� �����v�š���Œ��
(CWCC) and are progressing excellently.  Three villages�v
Domnak Koh, Ponlei Chas and Raksmey Samaki�v were 
selected based on poor rainfall and long dry spells, which 
make it incredibly difficult for poor villagers to secure 
improved sources of drinking water.  These new wells will 
provide over 2,500 poor Cambodians with abundant, clean, 
secure and accessible water. 
 

The benefits of secure water sources are innumerable.  They 
include improved sanitation and health, renewed sources of 
food and economic opportunities through agriculture and 
increased democratic participation in the community.
